	Speaker
	
	

	The voice that tells the story.  Author and speaker are NOT always the same.  An author may tell the story from a different points of view(s).  Facts about speaker will help assess his/her point of view / position.

	Occasion
	
	

	Time and place of the piece; the context that encouraged the writing to happen.  What is the larger occasion or environment of ideas and emotions occurring? Is there an immediate occasion or event that is triggering the author’s response.

	Audience
	
	

	To what group people is it directed; one person, a small group, or a large group; it may be an entity – company or part of government.

	Purpose
	
	

	The reason behind the text.  Its purpose in order to examine the argument and its logic.  Ask,  “What does the speaker want the audience to think/do after reading this text?”

	Subject
	
	

	The general topic, content, and ideas contained in the text.  You should be able to state the subject in a few words or a phrase.

	Tone
	
	

	The attitude of the author.  Meaning can be gained through tone of voice; even beyond literal words.  Examine the author’s diction (choice of words), syntax (sentence construction), and imagery (vivid descriptions that appeal to the senses).
